Game Times:

The first games will begin as early as 8:00am on Saturday and the last championship games
will start at 5:00pm on Sunday. Teams may request to not have an early game on Saturday if
they are traveling from long distances.

Admission Fees:
+ Adults $3 daily/ $7 weekend pass

+ Students (18 and under) & Senior Citizens $2 daily/$5 weekend pass

% Children under 5 are admitted FREE!

All teams will get a total of TWO (2) passes, which can be used for coaches, managers,
scorekeepers, etc. Admission fees will be charged for any additional team personnel.

Concessions:

Tournament Rules:

Complete tournaments rules will be provided on all scorers’ tables and at the admission table.
Below are a few rules to keep in mind:

Games will be two (2) 20 minute halves. It is a running clock, except for the last two minutes
of the 2 half. Clock will not stop if there is a 15 point or greater lead at the 2 minute mark in
the 2nd half. Coaches get four (4) timeouts per game (all 30 seconds), which can be used at
any time. Overtime will be 2 minutes. A champion for round robin divisions, if tiebreakers
cannot be decided from head-to-head competition, will be decided by total points allowed
among the teams engaged in the tie-break process only. Missouri High School rules apply.
