The first games will 

begin as early as 8:00am on Saturday and end as late as 9:00pm on Saturday 

night.   Teams may request not to have an early game if they are traveling from 

long distances.  

Admission Fees:  

 Adults $3 one-time admission/ $6 tournament pass (good for all games) 

  Students (18 and under) and Senior Citizens $2 one-time admission/$4 

weekend pass  (good for all games) 

 Children under 5 are admitted FREE!  

All teams will get a total of TWO (2) passes, which can be used for coaches, 

managers, scorekeepers, etc. Admission fees will be charged for any additional 

team personnel.

Tournament Rules:
